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Choose non-chemical management as your first choice. Some pests may require pesticide sprays to provide supplemental control. Homeowners must refer to the pesticide
label before they purchase and before they apply a pesticide product to confirm that the product may be applied to backyard (home garden) fruit trees.

Coryneum Blight (AKA Shothole)
A fungal disease that can cause Cherry,
twig cankers, dead gummy buds, Peach,
and lesions on leaves and fruit.
